BMC ABATTOIR DELIVERY ASSURANCE SCHEME

KEY FEATURES

>  The producer pledges to supply a certain number of cattle to a BMC abattoir in a    

     particular month

>   The minimum number of cattle under the agreement is (12) twelve

>  The minimum period from signing the agreement and first delivery is (3) three months

>  A month’s notice is required if the producer intends to increase the number to be   

    supplied or change the abattoir to be supplied.

> The producer will be informed of the kill dates by BMC within seven (7) days of signing  

    the agreement

>  Priority shall be given to BMC delivery assurance producers when allocating 

    quotas/slaughter dates.

>  BMC may change the delivery date but will inform the producer a month in advance

>  Changes in delivery dates by the BMC will not disadvantage the producer in slaughter  

     prices.

>  The BMC delivery assurance payment schedule is not negotiable.

>  The bonus paid for deliveries is over and above the normal purchase price and year end .

     bonus if declared

>  The producer supplying more than what was pledged will be paid according to the appropriate 

     higher category

>  The producer may supply the pledged cattle in lots convenient to him so long as the pledged   

     animals are supplied during the agreed month.

>  If the producer delivers less animals than what was agreed the agreement will be rendered null                               

    and void. 

>  Payment will be in a lump sum to the producer after delivering the total number of animals             

    assured.

>  The producer is responsible for delivering cattle to the abattoir. 

>  Payments to producers will be made according to categories below:
